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New Tasmanian Residential Code

How It Works.

As we mentioned before in a previous
newsletter the new residential code
came into effect August 29th 2011. To putin
a nut shell if your project pts within the new
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planning scheme then the process is quick
and simple. However if does not then the
original council planning schemes applies.

So what pts within the new residential code?

Well for starters the new residential code
only applies to residential zoning. So
anything that isn’t residential zoned the
original council planning schemes apply.
The new residential code is also only for new
single dwellings.

The new dwelling will need to pt with the
new residential code building envelope.

If you comply to all the requirements

with the new residential code then it will
mean less advertising for proposals and
applications and reduce the discretion that
councils have to refuse applications.

It also allows for two story houses and this
can mean bigger buildings and buildings
built up to side boundaries than currently
allowed. In many cases the envelope in
which a new house can be constructed
on or the allowable alterations or additions
to existing houses that can undertake has
been expanded.
